those around him. At the funeral (all-night wake), many
were surprised at the amount of people outside the church
that Marco had influenced for Christ in his daily life.
Marco’s passing has left a deep sadness in the church, as
well as a huge hole in the Guatemalan ministry. Please pray
for the Lord’s grace in the lives of all that Marco touched!
